Pursuant to the "Rules of Organization and Procedure for the Council of the District of 
Columbia, Council Period 16," Section 601, the Secretary to the Council of the District of 
Columbia ("Council"), hereby gives notice that the Committee on Consumer and 
Regulatory Affairs ("Committee") filed, on December 12, 2005, in the Office of the 
Secretary, a resolution authorizing an investigation by the Committee into the potential 
misuse of section 501(f) of the Rental Housing Act of 1985 that may result in the 
permanent dispossession of tenants of their rental housing, the diminishment [of] the 
stock of affordable housing and deprivation of tenants of their rights."

The 6 

roundtable brought to light information and concerns about the misuse of section 501(f) by 7 

housing providers in the subject rental properties - 1840 and 1846 Vernon Street, N.W., 1433 T 8 

Street, N. W., and 20 1 -2 13 1 6th Street, N.E. - and in other similarly situated rental properties. 9 

But for the Committee's scrutiny and intervention, these buildings might well have been cleared, 10 

in whole orin part, of low and moderate-income tenants in order to beconverted into:m&k&-& .

Committee has determined that the number of buildings for which the housing provider has 21 

sought evictions under section 501(f) has risen from 5 in 2003 and 3 in 2004 to at least 13 in 22 
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'' 2005. The number of impacted units has increased from 34 in 2004 to at least443 in 2005. This 1 

represents a thirteen-fold increase in the number of units affected by 501(f) eviction actions in ' 2 

the last year.
