WHEREAS, Gregory Julius Ferrell committed his life to following Jesus’ example by
serving the community and those in need and gave unselfishly of his time and was a trusted friend
and confidant to many;

From Ex-Convicts (“EFEC”), where he worked diligently in various capacities before becoming
President/CEQO in 2005, arole in which he provided administrative oversight to EFEC’s Community
Corrections Center and other operations of the organization to serve ex-offenders;

WHEREAS, Gregory Julius Ferrell’s many accomplishments and civic activities included
his service as an Advisory Neighborhood Commissioner for ANC 6A in Ward 6, from 1994-2000,
and on the Mayor’s Citizens Advisory Committee for the Department of Motor Vehicles;

WHEREAS, since 1996, Gregory Julius Ferrell continued the legacy of Lillian “Ma” Greene,
the founder of Project Harvest, by coordinating the annual Project Harvest distribution of food
